We will learn how to use an exciting piece of desktop 

publishing software called Canva to create some super 

posters and documents.   

We will be working on invasion games, particularly 

focusing on netball.  

We will be investigating religious and non-religious 

people to answer the enquiry question  ‘How and why 

do people try to make the world a better place?’  

We will learn about traditional 
Indian music and instruments, 
including the key aspects of the tal 
(drone note) and the rag (melodic 
line of music) that are often used.
